2. Public Hearing: FY 2021 CTP Admin Grant and Combined Capital Grant
County Attorney Grady Hunt opened the Public Hearing.
HATS Director Nancy Thornton explained that the Administrative grant request of $141,867
funds the HATS Director’s salary and benefits as well as other administrative and operating
expenses. The Administrative grant requires a 15% County match of $21,281.
The Combined Capital grant request of $215,327 will enable HATS to purchase two 22’ Light
Transit Vehicles with wheelchair lifts and one Raised Roof Van with wheelchair lift. The
Combined Capital Grant requires a 10% County match of $21,534. Three vehicles have met
the DOT mileage requirement and will be declared surplus.

6. Presentation of 2019 Audit Report: Martin Starnes

Mrs. Ko Tang Cha-Moses of Martin Starnes & Associates presented Hoke County’s audit for
FY 2019. Hoke County achieved an Unmodified Opinion for FY 2019. This is the best opinion
the Auditors can give. Mrs. Cha-Moses commended the staff on their cooperation. The GASB
88 debt disclosure is new for 2019. Included is acceleration and termination clauses in the
footnotes of the debt section of the audit.

Mrs. Cha-Moses said the General Fund revenues increased 6%, roughly $2,800,000, from FY
2018. This is largely attributable to increases in Restricted Intergovernmental revenue and Ad
Valorem taxes.
